SUBJECT: Background memo on Board Order FH-14-14, relating to Fisheries’ Spring Hearing

regulation changes on inland, outlying, and boundary waters of Wisconsin

Subject of Proposed Rule:

With this rule, the department will make changes to fish size limits, bag limits, seasons, and other
regulations related to fishing in inland, outlying, and boundary waters.

Background:

Regulation proposals were peer-reviewed by Fisheries Management supervisors and the Bureau
Director, species management teams, and the Bureaus of Law Enforcement and Legal Services.
Proposals were discussed with Wisconsin Conservation Congress members and with fisheries
biologists employed by the Great Lakes Indian Fish and Wildlife Commission.

The panfish proposal to pump up populations on 100 lakes statewide follows three years of angler
surveys, focus groups and more than 30 public meetings. The package includes a detailed evaluation
plan with the rules set to end in 10 years (2026) after which bag limits on the 100 lakes will return to
25 panfish per day unless permanent changes are made.

Since 2011, the department has held 31 public meetings, conducted three surveys including a survey
of lapsed trout anglers, and convened additional task force meetings to develop the trout regulations
and seasons proposal.

The rule language has been available for public review online since February and at the Spring Fish
and Wildlife Public Hearings held in each county on April 13, 2015.

‘Why is the rule being proposed?

The rule updates fishing regulations in response to management goals, biologist recommendations,
and public comments.

Summary of the rule.

A summary-of the lengthy rule can be found in section 5-Plain Language Analysis of the attached
Board Order. o

How does this proposal affect existing policy?

The general policy behind fishing regulations is to protect and enhance fish populations while
providing diverse fishing opportunities throughout the State. That policy will be continued and
enhanced by these rule changes.
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If approved by the Board, the proposals in FH-14-14 will go into effect prior to the 2016-17 fishing
season. The Department is also concurrently working on a permanent rule (FH-18-14) in which
changes are made to walleye daily bag limits and size limits in waters within the Ceded Territory.
Changes within that rule include and/or supersede any walleye regulation changes in FH-14-14. Both
rules are expected to be in effect April 1, 2016. The Department will work with the Legislative
Reference Bureau to ensure the rules are incorporated correctly into the Administrative Code.

6. Has Board dealt with these issues before?

A package of fishing regulation changes is brought before the Board every other year to make
improvements for the followmg general fishing season. If approved by the Board, the proposals in
FH-14-14 will go into effect prior to the 2016-17 fishing season.

7. Who will be impacted by the proposed rule? How?

The proposed rule will primarily affect sport anglers. As with any change in regulations, there will be
a requirement for anglers to learn the new rules. The Fisheries Management Bureau works to notify
the public of new regulations via press releases, the internet, and fishing regulations pamphlets.

8. Soliciting public input on economic impact synopsis

No comments were received during the economic impact analysis open comment period held
March 2-16, 2015. The Fiscal Estimate/Economic Impact Analysis is attached.

9. Environmental Analysis

The process for permanent administrative rules is an equivalent analysis action under
NR 150.20 (2) (a) 20., Wis. Adm. Code, and no additional environmental analysis is required.

10. Small Business Analysis

It is not expected that there will be any economic impact or change directly related to these rule
changes. The proposed rule will primarily affect sport anglers. Regulations are already in place and
this rule is intended to continue protection and enhancement of the State’s fish resources.

The proposal to require that Asian carp are dead and unrevivable before transporting in or through
Wisconsin could affect fish haulers from other states and potentially commercial fishers in Wisconsin
if Asian carp numbers increase. There is only a small number of Asian carp in Wisconsin waters so
far and this proposal is intended to keep it that way by educating fishers and haulers on safe methods
for transporting the invasive species.

The proposed rule does not impose any compliance or reporting requirements on small businesses nor
are any design or operational standards contained in the rule.

11. Response Summary - Public Hearing Synopsis

A total of 4,610 people attended the Spring Fish and Wildlife Public Hearings held in each county on
April 13, 2015. Attendees were given a questionnaire with background information on each regulation
proposal, ballots to indicate their support or opposition, and additional Fisheries comment cards to
provide specific comments on species- or water-specific regulations of interest. (example comment card
attached) The Fisheries experts at each hearing collected the comment cards. Along with the overall
spring hearing votes, all written comments were compiled and discussed by the Fisheries Bureau’s

species teams and Management Board. A small number of written comments were also sent directly to the
Department in advance of the hearings. See the attached summary sheet for results.

A majority of the written comments were related to the proposal to apply new panfish daily bag limits
to approximately 100 lakes in order to evaluate angler acceptance and the extent to which each regulation
improves panfish average size. All of these regulations will sunset on March 1, 2026.

e 25/10 - a total of 25 panfish may be kept per day but no more than 10 of any one species

e Spawning season 15/5 — a total of 25 panfish may be kept per day except during May and June

when a total of 15 panfish may be kept per day, but no more than 5 of any one species

e 15/5- atotal of 15 panfish may be kept per day, but no more than 5 of any one species year round

Statewide votes for the panfish proposal, presented as a package to the public, was 2,481 people and
66 counties in support, 1,183 people and 4 counties opposed, and 2 counties with tie votes. Although most
people only indicated support with their vote, the Department also received 46 written comments in
support of the proposal as well as suggestions to lower panfish daily bag limits statewide. Sixty-four
comments indicated that they preferred the panfish bag limits to remain the same. Twenty-five additional
people made suggestions for different bag limits or panfish size limits to be used instead; 9 people were
opposed to restricting harvest by panfish species, noting that limits of 5 per day is not adequate and would
waste additional fish that are hooked and thrown back; and another 49 people made lake-specific
comments or comments not related to the rule as proposed.

The lake-specific comments were discussed by the Department’s Panfish Team - a group of
biologists, researchers, and Conservation Congress members - and the Fisheries Management Policy
Board who suggest only making the following changes to the Board Order:

» Langlade County, Upper and Lower Post Lakes — remove from proposal. While there was
majority support for the package at the county level, enough concerns were raised by opponents
during the hearing that the team decided to remove the lakes.

» Lincoln County, Lake Clara (T35N RO7E S14) — remove from proposal. No longer has public
access. ~

*  Price County, Phillips Chain — change from 15/5 to 25/10. Substantial opposition from comment
cards about economic implications, but stated they are alright with 25/10.

* Price County, Solberg — same as Phillips Chain.

» Taylor County, Rib Lake — same as Phillips Chain. Lake association wrote resolution requesting
change to 25/10.

» Vilas County, Big Sand Lake — add to the 5 sunfish over 7” regulation (25 panfish of any size
may be kept per day except only 5 or fewer sunfish -bluegill and pumpkinseed- may be over 7
inches). This was part of the original proposal but inadvertently left off the spring hearing
questionnaire, and Vilas County supported the addition when discussed at the hearing.

The panfish team discussed three additional lakes that received comments, but decided to keep them

in the proposal as is. The comments were a small percentage of total voters in each county.

» Kenosha County, Paddock Lake, Seasonal 15/5 - 9 comments in favor and 18 comments opposed
of 70 attendees; county vote 31-31. The local biologist wants to keep it in the panfish proposal
because there are only a small number of lakes within the panfish proposal in the southern part of
Wisconsin. He had already reduced the number of lakes from the original proposal in order to
continue to provide panfishing opportunities during the study period. The three lakes he chose to
keep in the study, including Paddock Lake, meet all the study criteria and are all very similar in
levels of fishing pressure and size. A couple attendees spoke at the Racine County hearing and
provided inaccurate information, likely affecting the county vote.

*  Marinette/Oconto Counties, Caldron Falls Reservoir, 25/10 - 5 comments in favor and 8 opposed,
Marinette vote 15-24, Oconto County vote 21-16. The local biologist wants to keep it in the
panfish proposal because it is the only lake in the study in Marinette or Oconto counties and it
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meets all the study criteria. In particular, surveys of Caldron Falls in 2006 and 2012 both showed
that panfish were abundant, but that there are very few large fish.

= Shawano County, White Clay Lake, 25/10 - 6 comments in favor and 7 comments opposed of 77
attendees; county vote 38-30. The local biologist wants to keep it in the panfish proposal because
the White Clay Lake Sportsman’s Club and local constituents he talked with in advance of the
hearings were strongly in support.

Several comments were also submitted to the Department about the statewide trout regulations and
seasons update. Most comments “support the enhanced rules for trout” and “applaud the trout fishing
regulation changes,” while a smaller number said they had concerns about impacts to trout if the season is
extended to October 15 and that the regulations are still too complicated and will discourage participation.
A few other comments were directed at specific trout stream regulations and all were discussed by the
Department’s Trout Team. The Team and the Fisheries Management Policy Board suggest only making
the following changes to the Board Order:

= Vernon County, Bishops Branch tributaries (Cook Creek, Maple Dale Creek, Pine Hollow Creek,
and Bishops Branch Tributary) and Creek 18-~13 - change from a daily bag limit of 5 trout at no
minimum size limit to “all brook trout shall be immediately released and 5 brown and rainbow
trout in total may be kept with no minimum length” based on public comment for additional
brook trout protection

*  Vernon County, Seas Branch - change from a requirement that all trout caught must be
immediately released to “all brook trout shall be immediately released and 5 brown and rainbow
trout in total may be kept with no minimum length”

» Ashland and Bayfield counties, Marengo River - change from a daily bag limit of 3 fish, brown
and rainbow trout minimum size limit of 12” and brook trout minimum size limit of 8” on the
entire stretch upstream from highway 13 in Ashland County to keeping that regulation from
highway 13 upstream to the Bayfield County line and then the regulation would change to the
county base regulation of a daily bag limit of 5 trout at no minimum size limit.

One other change to the Board Order concerns the Wisconsin-Minnesota boundary waters. The
Department has proposed to make muskellunge, lake sturgeon, and shovelnose sturgeon regulations on
the boundary waters the same as those in Minnesota. The rule would allow catch and release angling for
lake sturgeon on the St. Louis River and Mississippi River downstream from Red Wing Dam from June
16 through April 14. It was noted at the public hearings that the catch-and-release season should also
apply to the Nemadji River in Douglas County because, although it is not a border water with Minnesota,
it has matched the St. Louis River border water regulations for consistency and enforcement reasons.

No changes are recommended for the proposal to update the list of fish refuges statewide, but the
Department did receive comments on specific refuge changes, below. The statewide vote on the refuge
proposal was 1,840 in support, 1,125 opposed.

The Department is planmng to extend the Wingra Creek refuge in Dane County to the Arboretum
Drive bridge instead of using a buoy to mark the boundary. The votes in Dane County were 94 in
support, 105 opposed. One submitted written comment stated support for the Wingra Creek
refuge change, while one other said extending the refuge east to the bridge would unduly impinge
on the enjoyment of fishers (mostly low income) who fish there now. The local biologist and law
enforcement staff suggest continuing with the refuge change as proposed. Wardens get many calls
about people fishing for game fish out of season in the current refuge and there are a significant
number of muskies that use the refuge area. People who are legitimately fishing for panfish year-
round can move a small distance downstream and still have plenty of fishing opportunity.

*= A comment from Milwaukee County suggested keeping the Oconomowoc River refuge in

Waukesha County the same. However, no comments came in from Waukesha County and that
county’s vote was 61-39 in support.
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»  Four Price County comments were submitted to keep the refuge on Elk River below Jobes Dam
(from residents on the river), but the county vote was 24-18 in favor of the overall refuge
proposal. The local biologist suggests continuing with refuge removal as proposed.

9. Policy Problem Addressed by the Rule

With this rule, the department will make changes to fish size limits, bag limits, seasons, and other regulations related to
fishing in inland, outlying, and boundary waters. Fishing regulations are in place to help meet management goals and
objectives for waters and their fish species, such as providing a trophy walleye fishery or a bass fishery that maximizes
predation on smaller fishes. New regulations are proposed when management goals have changed or the department
must address a critical need, such as a major fish population decline.

10. Summary of the businesses, business sectors, associations representing business, local governmental units, and individuals that
may be affected by the proposed rule that were contacted for comments.

The department contacted several groups during the open comment period, including the Wisconsin Conservation

Congress, the Wisconsin Wildlife Federation, the Great Lakes Indian Fish and Wildlife Commission, Wisconsin

Association of Lakes, WI Federation of Great Lakes Sport Fishing Clubs and many. other similar angling organizations,

as well as the League of WI Municipalities, WI Towns Association, and WI Counties Association. The economic impact

comment period was open from March 2-16, 2015. No comments were received by the department.

Regulations are already in place and this rule is intended to continue protection
and enhancement of the State’s fish resources. One purpose of the rule is to help maintain the general economic impact

of fishing throughout Wisconsin.

The proposal to require that Asian carp are dead and unrevivable before transporting in or through Wisconsin could
affect fish haulers from other states and potentially commercial fishers in Wisconsin if Asian carp numbers increase.
There is only a small number of Asian carp in Wisconsin waters so far and this proposal is intended to keep it that way
by educating fishers and haulers on safe methods for transporting the invasive species.

The proposed rule does not impose any compliance or reporting requirements on small businesses nor are any design or

operational standards contained in the rule.

13. Benefits of Implementing the Rule and Alternative(s) to Implementing the Rule

The general policy behind fishing regulations is to protect and enhance fish populations while providing diverse fishing
opportunities throughout the State. That policy will be continued and enhanced by these rule changes. Based on the
management goals for individual waters and species, the department strives to provide:

[ consumptive opportunities where anglers can fish for a meal from a self-sustained, slow-growing fish population;

ORDER OF THE STATE OF WISCONSIN NATURAL RESOURCES BOARD
AMENDING, REPEALING AND RECREATING, AND CREATING RULES

The statement of scope for this rule, SS 114-14, was approved by the Governor on October 31, 2014, published in
Register No. 707 on November 15, 2014, and approved by the Natural Resources Board on December 10, 2014.
This permanent rule was approved by the Governoron .

The Wisconsin Natural Resources Board proposes an order to repeal NR 20.16 (1) (a) 2. and 21.04
(11) (b), amend NR 20.03 (31) (a), 20.16 (1) (a) and (a)1., 20.18 (12) (a), 21.04 (7), (8) (a), (11) (a),
and (13) (a), 25.10 (1) (b) 1., 3., and 8., and 25.10 (3); to repeal and recreate NR 20.20 and 26; and to
create NR 19.001 (3m), 19.05 (4), and 21.04 (7) (c) relating to fishing regulations on inland, outlying,
and boundary waters of Wisconsin.

Analysis Prepared by the Department of Natural Resources

1. Statutes Interpreted: Sections 23.09 (2) (¢), 23.22 (2), 29.014 (1), 29.041, and 29.053(2), Stats., have
been interpreted as giving the department the authority to make changes to fishing regulations on inland,
outlying, and boundary waters of Wisconsin.

2. Statutory Authority: ss. 23.09 (2) (c), 23.22 (2), 29.014 (1), 29.041, and 29.053(2), Stats.

3. Explanation of Agency Authority:

Section 23.09 (2) (c), Stats., provides that the department may designate fish refuges to secure the
perpetuation and adequate supply of any species of fish and provide safe retreats in which fish may breed
and replenish adjacent fishing waters.

Section 23.22 (2), Stats., directs the department to establish a statewide program to control invasive
species, which are nonindigenous species whose introduction causes or is likely to cause economic or
environmental harm or harm to human health. The department created ch. NR 40, Wis. Adm. Code,
which lists several species of Asian carp as prohibited invasive species.

Section 29.014 (1), Stats., directs the department to establish and maintain conditions governing the
taking of fish that will conserve the fish supply and ensure the citizens of this state continued
opportunities for good fishing.

Section 29.041, Stats., provides that the department may regulate fishing on and in all interstate boundary
waters and outlying waters.

Section 29.053 (2), Stats., provides that the department may establish conditions governing the taking of
fish for the state as a whole, for counties or parts of counties, or for waterbodies or parts of waterbodies. It
also allows the department to establish a fishing season on specified bodies of water in certain urban areas
to allow fishing only by persons who are under 16 years old or who are disabled, as specified in

s.29.193 (3) (a), (b), or (¢), Stats.

4. Related Statutes or Rules:

The department is concurrently proposing a rule (FH-12-14) addressing minor changes to administrative
code relating to the regulation of fishing. The rule is being pursued to ensure the rule language that
governs fishing in inland, outlying, and boundary waters is accurate and properly reflects the desired
management of Wisconsin waters. The objectives are to remove sections of code that are outdated or have



been replaced by other statute or code changes, correct errors that occurred during the drafting of rules,
and add or repeal language to clarify intent of original rules. FH-12-14 rule changes are already reflected
in this rule language.

The department is also concurrently proposing a rule (FH-34-13, CR14-029) to allow trolling statewide
that will affect language in this rule. This rule does not reflect those changes at this time. The rule was
approved by the Governor’s Office of Regulatory Compliance in February 2015 and is under review by
the Legislature’s Joint Committee for Review of Administrative Rules until May 13, 2015. If the trolling
rule is enacted before this rule is submitted to the Legislature, the trolling elements in code will be
incorporated into the FH-14-14 NR 20.20 code language.

The department is also concurrently working on a permanent rule (FH-18-14) in which changes are made
to walleye daily bag limits and size limits in waters within the Ceded Territory. Changes within that rule
include and/or supersede any walleye regulation changes in FH-14-14. Both rules are expected to be in
effect April 1, 2016. The department will work with the Legislative Reference Bureau to ensure the rules
are incorporated correctly into the Administrative Code.

5. Plain Language Analysis:

With this rule, the department will make changes to fish size limits, bag limits, seasons, and other
regulations related to fishing in inland, outlying, and boundary waters. Fishing regulations are in place to
help meet management goals and objectives for waters and their fish species, such as providing a trophy
walleye fishery or a bass fishery that maximizes predation on smaller fishes. The regulation proposals
included in this rule are based on surveys and analyses conducted by fish biologists and input from local
stakeholders and the Wisconsin Conservation Congress.

SECTIONS 1 and 2 create a definition of “Asian carp” and require that all Asian carp transported within
or through Wisconsin must have been eviscerated (disemboweled/gutted) or the gills plate completely
severed so that the fish cannot be revived under any circumstances. This is another tool to help the
department work with other states and federal agencies to prevent Asian carp from becoming established
in the Upper Mississippi River and in the Great Lakes.

SECTIONS 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 13, along with individual county bag and size limit regulations in SECTION
8, put in place new regulations to manage trout on inland waters statewide, including:

e For all inland lakes and ponds, including put-and-take lakes and ponds stocked with trout,
implement a statewide open season from the first Saturday in May to the first Sunday in March,
which matches the general game fish open season, and a daily bag and size limit that matches the
county base regulation (either 5 trout of any length may be kept per day or 3 trout may be kept
per day if they are at least 8 inches). A small number of lakes will have special regulations that
differ from their county base regulation.

* Expand seasonal trout fishing opportunities on inland streams and connected springs and spring
ponds by:

o beginning the early catch and release season (on streams where it currently exists) on the
first Saturday in January and ending on the first Friday in May, and

o extending the end of the trout open season by two weeks from September 30 to October
15

e Change the total daily bag limit for trout from inland waters to 5 in total but only 2 may be lake
trout, and clarify that the possession limit for trout from inland waters is 10. .

e Change inland trout size limits and bag limits in every county of the state, which reduces the
number of special regulation types, allows additional harvest opportunities, improves the range of
sizes of trout, protects species from harvest in some waters, and expands opportunities to catch




trophy-sized trout in other waters.

SECTION 8 repeals and recreates NR 20.20 that is the list of most of the fishing regulations throughout
the State. Amendments to the table include the trout bag and size limit changes in every county that are
mentioned above, as well as the following summary:

Apply one of the following panfish regulation options to approximately 100 lakes (counts differ if
lakes in a chain are counted separately) in order to evaluate angler acceptance and the extent to
which each regulation improves panfish average size. All of these regulations will sunset on
March 1, 2026.
o 25/10 - a total of 25 panfish may be kept per day but no more than 10 of any one species
o Spawning season 15/5 — a total of 25 panfish may be kept per day except during May and
June when a total of 15 panfish may be kept per day, but no more than 5 of any one
species
o 15/5 -atotal of 15 panfish may be kept per day, but no more than 5 of any one species

Allow 25 panfish of any size to be kept per day except only 5 or fewer sunfish (bluegill and

Allow only 10 panfish to be kept per day on Hodge Lake in Chippewa County
Require that kept muskellunge be at least 40 inches on the Spider Lake Chain (includes Big
Spider, Little Spider, Clear, Fawn, and North lakes), the Tiger Cat Chain (includes McClaine,
Upper Twin, Lower Twin, Tiger Cat Flowage, Burns, and Placid), Mud/Callahan lakes, and
North Fork Chief River from the Tiger Cat Dam downstream to Mud Lake in Sawyer County

Add Wiedenbach Park Pond in Washington County to the urban fishing program
Remove special regulations and use the general statewide or countywide length and bag limits for
certain species on 25 waters in § counties




SECTIONS 9, 10, 11, and 12 apply new regulations on Wisconsin-Minnesota boundary waters that will
make the regulations consistent between the Wisconsin and Minnesota waters of the Mississippi, St.
Croix and St. Louis rivers, reducing angler confusion and improving ease of enforcement:
¢ Establish a uniform open season (from the Saturday nearest Memorial Day to November 30) and
require that kept muskellunge be at least 50 inches on the Mississippi, St. Croix and St. Louis
rivers and the Nemadji River, Douglas County
e Allow catch and release angling for lake sturgeon in the Mississippi River upstream of Red Wing
Dam and the St. Croix River from Prescott to the Dam at the Gordon Flowage from June 16
through March 1; and allow catch and release angling for lake sturgeon on the St. Louis River,
Nemadji River in Douglas County, and Mississippi River downstream from Red Wing Dam from

season March 2 to June 15

SECTIONS 14 and 15 update references to NR 26 within NR 25.

SECTION 16 repeals and recreates NR 26, the list of fish refuges throughout the State. This proposal
removes or modifies 51 of the 140 existing fish refuges, resulting in 110 inland fish refuges. No changes
were made to refuges in Lake Superior. This list is the result of discussions between fish biologists and
wardens. No new refuges are added.

6. Summary of, and Comparison with, Existing or Proposed Federal Statutes and Regulations:
Authority to promulgate fishing regulations is granted to states. None of the proposed changes violate or
conflict with federal regulations.

7. Comparison with Similar Rules in Adjacent States:

Fisheries management rules are generally similar in the states surrounding Wisconsin. Each bordering
state regulates fishing by the use of seasons, bag limits, and size limits. Specific seasons and bag and size
limits may differ for species among the surrounding states, but the general principles are similar.
Michigan, Minnesota, [owa, and Illinois all have statewide seasons and bag and size limits for fish
species, along with special or experimental regulations on individual waters.

8. Summary of Factual Data and Analytical Methodologies Used and How Any Related Findings
Support the Regulatory Approach Chosen:

The general policy behind fishing regulations is to protect and enhance fish populations while providing
diverse fishing opportunities throughout the State. That policy will be continued and enhanced by these
rule changes.

The accuracy, integrity, objectivity, and consistency of data in all rule change proposals submitted by fish
biologists was insured through peer-review of proposals by Fisheries Management supervisors and the
Bureau Director, species management teams, and the Bureaus of Law Enforcement and Legal Services.
Proposals were discussed with Wisconsin Conservation Congress members and with fisheries biologists
employed by the Great Lakes Indian Fish and Wildlife Commission. They were presented at the Spring
Fish and Wildlife Public Hearings that occurred in every county of the State on April 13, 2015. Proposals
that reduce regulation complexity or eliminate a special regulation in favor of a statewide one were given
preference. :

Not making the proposed rule changes would result in less than optimal management of fish populations
in the waterbodies and reduced fishing opportunities for resident and visiting anglers. However, existing
regulations would remain in place to provide some level of continued protection of fish resources.




9. Analysis and Supporting Documents Used to Determine the Effect on Small Business or in
Preparation of an Economic Impact Report:

~ It is not expected that there will be any economic impact or change directly related to these rule changes.
The proposed rule will primarily affect sport anglers. Regulations are already in place and this rule is
intended to continue protection and enhancement of the State’s fish resources. One result of the rule may
be maintenance of the general economic impact of fishing throughout Wisconsin.

The department conducted an economic impact analysis in March 2015 to determine if any individuals,
businesses, local governments, or other entities expect to be adversely affected economically by the rule.

NR 26.02 Lake Superior fish refuges. In order to prevent substantial depletion of the fish

supply, the following spawning areas and nursery areas in Lake Superior are created and established as

21




fish refuges and no person may take, catch, capture, kill, or fish for fish in any manner at any time in, on,

or along the following described water areas:

(1) All waters bounded by a line from the Gull island light south to the northernmost point of Michigan
island and then proceeding in a southerly direction following the shoreline of Michigan island to the
Michigan island light, then southerly towards the center of the mouth of the Bad river in Ashland county
to latitude 46° 40’, then due east to the Michigan state line; then northerly along the state line to latitude
46° 59.3’; from that point due west to longitude 90° 26.5’ and then due south to the Gull island light;
except that licensed commercial fishers may fish all that area within these external boundaries wherein
the lake bottom lies at a depth of 35 fathoms (210 feet) or more; and, except in those included waters less
than 7 fathoms in depth which immediately adjoin Michigan island, gill nets with a mesh size of 2 %’ or
less stretch measure may be used from November 5 to December 5 for the taking of menominee
whitefish. Float nets with a maximum stretch measure of 3 inches may be fished in this area for lake
herring from November 1 to December 15 out to a bottom depth of 25 fathoms. The nets shall be a

minimum of 2 fathoms from the bottom.

(2) All waters in which the bottom lies at a depth of less than 35 fathoms northerly from a line beginning
2 miles north of the Outer island light and extending westerly to the north end of North Twin island, then
along the shoreline to the south end of North Twin island, then southwesterly to the north end of South
Twin island, then northerly to the north end of Rocky island, then along the north shoreline to the
northwest point of Rocky island, then northwesterly to the south end of Devils island, then along the
shoreline to the north end of Devils island, then westerly to a point 2 1/2 miles north of the York Island
Shoal bell buoy.
