Forestry Activities

In the last three fiscal years, Burnett County Forest has received over
$178,834 in grants from DNR for the purchase, development, preservation and
maintenance of the county forest lands.

Over the last 3 fiscal years, the DNR has annually provided 1.4 full time
employee equivalents of forestry staff time as assistance to Burnett County
Forest, which generated an average of $1.46 million/year in revenue.

Since June 2010, DNR provided over $44,351 to private forest owners in the
county to assist them in protecting and enhancing their forested lands.

Since 2011, DNR has granted $34,128 to local Fire Departments to purchase
equipment and supplies that improve their capability and safety on wild land
fires.

Through the Forest Tax Law program (Forest Crop and MFL) 29,838 acres of
private land in Burnett County are being properly managed for timber,
wildlife, water quality and a health environment. Additionally, 9,586 acres of
those privately owned lands are open for public access for hunting and
recreation.
