Stewardship Land Access: This property will be open fo the public for all nature based outdoor
recreational activities to include hunting, fishing, trapping, hiking and cross country skiing.

JUSTIFICATION:

Victor Wrigley has offered to donate 10 acres of land for the White River Marsh Wildlife Area in

Waushara County 1o the Department. The land is part of a large ridge that extends onto the adjoining state

owned land in the White River Marsh Wildlife Area. It has county road to the west, private lands to the

north and east and State owned lands to the south.. @
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The White River Marsh Wildlife Area has approximately 12,000 acres and is located in cast-central
Wisconsin 75 miles north of Madison and 25 miles West from the Fox River Valley, The property is a
major wildlife management project that is managed for wildtife, fishery and recreation uses such as cross-
country skiing, wildlife viewing, hiking, hunting, and fishing. The project is the largest state-owned
wetland project in the area. Large migrant waterfowl migrations are a major attraction including geese and
sandhill cranes. The property is heavily used by local residents and visitors from the Fox Valley,
Milwaukee and Madison areas.

Acceptance of this gift would add excellent upland oak habitat that currently provides good wild turkey and
deer hunting opportunities. The parcel blocks well with the current ownership which includes wetlands
restoration and water level manipulation in the impoundments, upland dry prairie restoration and oak
savannah restoration,

As a hunter, Mr. Wrigley supports the management and hunting activity on the adjacent state ownership,
and wished to contribute to that value for the public.
