SUMMARY:

The Andrew F. Bell and Edith M. Bell Charitable Trust will donate $37,510 to be split evenly between the bureaus of
Natural Heritage Conservation and Wildlife Management.

The Bureau of Natural Heritage Conservation will use this donation of $18,755 for continued support of endangered
species priorities.

The Bureau of Wildlife Management will likely use this donation of $18,755, for wetland habitat research. The Wildlife
Policy Team approved priorities for Bell Charitable Trust funds. Those priorities are wetland habitat research and staff
training. The money is also available to address emergency needs of "once-in-a-lifetime" habitat restoration opportunities
for which other funding is unavailable. To date we have been able to use these funds to support a multi-year blue-winged
teal study, three wetland habitat management workshops, a waterfow! survey of the Glacial Habitat Restoration Area, and
an emergency repair of a water control structure at Eldorado Marsh Wildlife Area.

RECOMNMENDATION: That the Board accept the generous donation of $37,510 to be split evenly between the bureaus of
Natural Heritage Conservation and Wildlife Management from The Andrew F. Bell and Edith M. Bell Charitable Trust
