Project Background

Inryco and Babcock & Wilcox were

two adjacent properties making up a
43-acre site which borders two cities.
These properties were used for industrial
purposes from 1900 until 1987. The
Babcock and Wilcox steel tubing plant
operated on site until 1982. Inryco, a
metal fabrication plant, occupied the
adjacent property until 1986.

Community Benefits

Kept a major employer close to
downtown and preserved green space

43 acres of contaminated land cleaned
up and redeveloped

Home to the Domestic Animal Control
Commission, which could not find
another site on which to build

More than $20 million in increased
property tax base

More than 400 service jobs brought to

the neighborhood
In 1989, the site was sold to a private

party. However, the site stood empty for
many years and began to pose health
and safety threats to the surrounding
neighborhoods.

Contamination and Cleanup

Between 1984 and 1987, Babcock

& Wilcox removed PCBs from the

soils. Because of possible environmental
liability, the sites remained untouched
until 1997, when the properties were
entered into the DNR’s Brownfields
Environmental Assessment Program

Assessments (ESAs) were completed

by DNR staff, which clarified that

only a minimal amount of additional
environmental work needed to be done.

After considering the findings from the
DNR'’s Phase | and II, Donald Kubenik
purchased the property in 1997. In 1998,
the owner completed a cleanup through
the DNR'’s voluntary cleanup process, and
the developer received an exemption
from future environmental liability.

Redevelopment

After purchasing the property, Donald
Kubenik remodeled a building on the
property and moved his mechanical
contracting business and 45 employees
on-site. Mr. Kubenik later purchased the
rest of the property.

In 1999, the Milwaukee Area Domestic
Animal Control Commission purchased a
parcel from Mr. Kubenik and built a $2.5

million shelter for stray animals.

Also in 1999, Journal Sentinel, Inc.
purchased a large portion of the
Babcock & Wilcox land from Mr. Kubenik
and began development of a $106.6
million production plant.
