If not managed as universal waste, the lamps listed below 
must be managed as hazardous waste.

Lamps that can be managed as universal waste include:
�uorescent lamps (tube style), compact 
�uorescent lamps (CFLs), mercury vapor 
lamps, metal halide lamps, high-pressure 
sodium-vapor lamps, ultraviolet lamps, neon 
lights, black lights and LED lamps.

Broken lamps should be placed in closed, leak-proof, non-metal containers 
and handled as hazardous waste.

All waste lamps must be kept in closed, non-metal containers that will not 
leak or spill under normal conditions. 

All containers must be correctly labeled as “Universal Waste - Lamps,” 
“Waste Lamps” or “Used Lamps.”  Note: “Bulbs” is not a proper label.

Containers must be labeled with the date when the �rst lamp was placed 
in the container.

Lamps must be removed from the facility for recycling within one year of 
the date on the container.

Employees who handle universal waste require training, and the training should 
be documented.
