2. Grant County Cassville Boat Landing

these boat ramp extensions. Rip rap 
will be added to reduce erosion. This 
will benefit emergency response, as 
well as access for boaters. Raising the 
ramp levels up to be able to access the 
ramps and river at level 15.

4. Town of Bell Cornucopia Transient

also being added. Also partially funded 
with BIG funds, that is the reason for the 
37% funding ask.
