+The expedited decision process guarantees a decision is made by a mutually agreed-upon date between the applicant and the DNR.
If you wish to request an expedited permit review, submit a letter with your application describing your desired time frame and pay the
appropriate fees. Supplemental fees are based on county boundaries. If your project involves alterations to the landscape in two
counties your supplemental fee will be doubled. Within twenty days we will respond in writing, specifying any additional information
needed for an expedited decision on your proposal, and the date by which we can make a decision once the application is complete.

After-the-fact applications for permits require twice the usual fee, excluding wetland restoration surcharge and service fees. Projects
started or completed without obtaining the appropriate permits are subject to enforcement actions (e.g. monetary forfeitures, mandatory
abatement, mandatory restoration).

Refunds of standard fees are made only if the applicant withdraws their application and requests a refund before we determine that the
application is complete.

The following projects do not require fees:

e Waterway projects authorized under Ch. 30 that are funded in whole or in part by a Federal or State agency.
e Dam projects authorized under Ch. 31 or wetland projects conducted by a Federal or State agency.
