The Department purchased this property in 1972 for $1,300.   The property has approximately 5,244 feet of one-bank 
frontage along the Grand River.  This property was acquired for the Green Lake County Scattered Wetlands program.  As 
a part of Mackford Marsh, it was noted to be in good range for pheasants as well as migrating ducks and geese at the 
time of acquisition.  The property lacks legal access to a road and is limited to those that have private adjoining land. The 
general public is restricted to legal access from the river.  As a result the land offers little recreational or habitat 
management opportunities.
