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Walleye Length Distribution 

Smallmouth bass were assessed on the night of 6/5 via 
electrofishing. The entire shoreline was sampled totaling 7.65 
miles. Even though the water did not conduct electricity well 
(lowering our catch) a total of 125 smallmouth bass (122 adults) 
were captured during this survey. At a relative abundance of 15.9 
adult smallmouth bass per mile , the Franklin Lake population is 
considered abundant.  
 
A total of 162 different smallmouth bass were measured during 
spring surveys to assess size structure. The Franklin Lake 
population has good size structure with 29.4% and 12.5% of the 
fish sampled being > 14.0 and 17.0 inches in length.

The Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, with help from the USFS, is conducting a comprehensive survey of Franklin Lake, 
Forest County, to analyze the health of its fishery. Franklin Lake is located east of Eagle River just a few miles south of HWY 70. 
Franklin Lake covers 892 acres and achieves a maximum depth of 46 feet. 
 
 

A mark-recapture survey of Franklin Lake's adult walleye 
population was conducted from 5/9-5/10/2014. During this 
survey a total of 160 different adult walleye were captured via 
fyke net and marked with an identifiable fin clip. On 5/10 the 
entire shoreline of Franklin Lake was electrofished. During this 
electrofishing survey a total of 70 adult walleye were captured, 
26 of which (37.1%) bore the clip given during our netting 
survey. This data estimates the adult walleye population in 
Franklin Lake to be approximately 688 fish (0.77/acre). 
   
Walleye size structure in Franklin Lake is very good with 
approximately 68.1% and 24.5% of the walleye captured being > 
15.0 and 20.0 inches respectively. The largest walleye captured 
was a 28.8-inch female that weighed 9.38 pounds. 
  
   

A mark-recapture survey of the northern pike population was 
not conducted due to low catch during our spring netting survey. 
The catch rate of northern pike during our spring survey (3.9 
pike/net-lift) suggests that this northern pike population is below 
the average abundance for this region (5.6 pike/net-lift).  
 
This spring, a total of 52 different northern pike were captured 
and measured to assess size structure. Size structure of northern 
pike is impressive in Franklin Lake with 65.4%, 21.2% and 7.7% of 
the pike sampled being > 21.0, 28.0 and 34.0 inches respectively. 
The largest pike captured during our survey was a 42.2-inch 
female.

Bluegill is the 3rd most abundant panfish in Franklin Lake. At 
a relative abundance of 6.7 per mile this population is pretty 
small.   
 
All 14 bluegill captured during our panfish survey were 
measured to assess size structure. The size structure of this 
small sample was poor with only 14.3% of the fish being > 
6.0 inches long.

Other Species 

Rock bass are the 2nd most abundant panfish species in 
Franklin Lake with a relative abundance of 34.8 fish per 
mile within our panfish index station.  
 
The size structure of the rock bass population in Franklin 
Lake is very good with 72.2% and 26.4% of the fish larger 
than 4 inches being > 7.0 and 9.0 inches respectively. 
 
 

 
 

Yellow perch had the highest catch rate of any panfish species 
during our spring survey (8.0/net-lift). However, compared to 
other perch populations the Franklin Lake population is quite 
small. 
 
A total of 95 yellow perch were captured during spring netting 
and a panfish index station sampled with the boom shocker in 
late spring. These fish were measured to assess size structure. 
Size structure of yellow perch in Franklin Lake is poor with 
only 5.3% of the fish captured over 5 inches being > 8.0 
inches.
