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The Elroy Campground is in Thompson 
Memorial Park on State Highway 71, west 
of the State Highway 80 intersection in Elroy.  
Campers take the trail east from the parking area, 
through the Highway 71 underpass, then up a 0.2-
mile road to the campground.

All sites are walk-in tent campsites with no vehicle access. 
Campers must register at the self-registration box in the 
campground before setting up.
