Carry selection is based primarily on muzzle control and
terrain

Tell them what they need to know

Two handed/ready carry always provides the best
control

Cradle carry is comfortable and very
secure/reduces arm fatigue

Trail carry leaves a hand free for balance — Don’t
use when someone is in front of you

Elbow carry is comfortable but has the least muzzle
control

Shoulder Carry is good in waist high brush, don’t
use if someone is behind you

Sling carry is an easy carry for long treks through
open country (keep hand on sling when walking)

Each student should
have a gun of some
kind. BB or cutout
works fine also.

Muzzle control a must.
Refer to manual.
